It may still be a good five
months to the crucial as-
sembly elections in Punjab
but the state is already wit-
nessing "party time" of a
different kind.

With the emergence of the
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) in
the state, the assembly elec-
tions were clearly headed for
a triangular contest with the
new challenger pitted
against traditional political
rivals -- the ruling Shiro-
mani Akali Dal-Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) alliance
and the oppositionCongress.

But events of the past fort-
night have resulted in an
unexpected churn -- a
fourth front has been
launched, and a fifth could
be in the offing.

First, it was cricketer-
turned-politician Navjot
Singh Sidhu who, after
feverish speculation about
his joining AAP or even the
Congress, floated a new po-
litical outfit -- 'Awaaz-e-Pun-
jab' (Voice of Punjab).

Sidhu launched the new
outfit with three sitting
Punjab lawmakers -- former
Indian hockey team captain
and Olympian Pargat
Singh, who is a sitting Akali
Dal legislator, and two inde-
pendent legislators from
Ludhiana, Simarjit Bains
and Balwinder Bains.

With Awaaz-e-Punjab
planning to pitch itself as
an independent political
force in the coming assem-
bly polls, the Punjab voters -
- long used to picking be-
tween the SAD and the Con-

gress -- will be faced with
the rather unique dilemma
of a wider choice.

Interestingly, even as they
announced the new party,
both Sidhu and Pargat con-
tinue to have one foot firmly
in their respective parties.
While Sidhu, who quit as a
nominated member of the
Rajya Sabha in July, is still a
member of the BJP, Pargat
remains a part of the Akali
Dal. The Bains brothers,
who are politically well-en-
trenched in Ludhiana dis-
trict, had fallen out with the
Akali Dal three years ago.

That leaves the AAP --
which is grappling with in-
ternal disorder in the Pun-
jab unit after it recently
sacked its state chief Sucha
Singh Chhotepur in a
rather humiliating manner

-- to fend for itself with a
leader who could be its po-
litical face, and even the
chief ministerial candidate,
for the assembly polls.

The appointment of come-
dian-turned-politician Gur-
preetGhuggi,whohad joined
AAP in February, as the new
Punjab convener to replace
Chhotepur is being seen by
some as "a political joke".

Nearly half of the AAP
leadership inPunjab's 21 dis-
tricts are up in arms against
the party's central leader-
ship -- Arvind Kejriwal, San-
jay Singh and Durgesh
Pathak -- over Chhotepur's
sacking and the way tickets
are being distributed for
various constituencies.

Chhotepur, who has re-
belled against the party
leadership after his uncere-

monious exit as Punjab unit
chief, has made it clear that
he will "expose" the AAP
central leadership. Despite
the open war of words,
Chhotepur still continues to
officially be part of AAP.

But with his exit from AAP
looking imminent,
Chhotepur may opt for a
new political front or join
hands with Awaaz-e-Punjab.

The rancour within the
AAP and other groups is be-
ing keenly watched by the
Akali Dal-BJP combine and
the Congress. Will the ac-
tions of the AAP leaders,
which some describe as self-
goals, result in the new par-
ty in Punjab losing the po-
litical traction it seemed to
have gained over the past
few months? An answer is
awaited.

adding that they were kept in
confinement in Mahipalpur
areaformorethan10daysand
their passports were also
seized by the accused.

They managed to escape
on September 1 and reached

the Nepal Embassy that di-
rected them to Delhi Police.

After a team was formed
under the overall supervi-
sion of Additional Commis-
sioner of Police (Crime) K K
Vyas, a raid was conducted
at the place where the
women were held hostage
and 20 women were rescued,
said Yadav.

Bidya Lama, who ran the
shelter home in Mahipalpur
and kept women in confine-
ment, was arrested from Pa-
tiala House Court, said the
officer.

Karnataka will shut down
on Friday in protest against
the state government re-
leasing Cauvery river wa-
ters to Tamil Nadu on the
Supreme Court's order
from Wednesday.

"The day-long state-wide
shutdown is in protest
against the Supreme Court
order and to express resent-
ment over the state govern-
ment releasing the water
when we don't have it for
drinking and irrigation,"
Kannada Okkuta (federa-
tion) president Vatal Na-
garaj told reporters here on
Wednesday.

Several pro-Kannada and
farmers' organisations have
extended support to the
shutdown, which will dis-
rupt normal life, with bus
services suspended, schools,
colleges, hotels, shops, mar-
kets, theatres, banks and
factories remaining closed.

"Unfortunately, Karnata-
ka is always at the receiving
end in inter-state river wa-
ter disputes, bet it with
Tamil Nadu, Andhra
Pradesh (Krishna river)
and Goa (Mahadayi river).
Grave injustice has been
meted to our state," lament-
ed Nagaraj.

Bowing to the apex court's
Monday order, the state be-
gan releasing daily 15,000
cusecs from early Wednes-
day from Krishna Raja
Sagar (KRS) and Kabini
reservoirs across the river
basin for 10 days amid
protests anddemonstrations
by farmers, traders and
youth in the Mysuru region.

Admitting that frequent
shutdowns cause inconven-
ience to the public, Nagaraj
said there was no alterna-
tive to protest against the
"injustice and failure of the
state government in pro-
tecting the interests of the
people, especially farmers."
